
AGREEMENT

between
Suffolk County Community College

and
Cornell Cooperative Extension Association of Suffolk County

This Agreement is made by and between Suffolk County Community College (“College”), having
its principal place of business at 533 College Road Selden, New York 11784-2899 and Cornell
Cooperative Extension Association of Suffolk County (“CCE-SUFFOLK”), having its principal
place of business at 423 Griffing Avenue, Riverhead, New York 11901-3086 (the College and the
Contractor are herein collectively referred to as the “Parties” and individually a “Party”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the College desires to usedhe

2. Fees. The College agrees to pay and CCE-SUFFOLK agrees to accept the sum of Twenty-

paid in two installments, and the College shall make payment to CCE-SUFFOLK for one-
