5. Indemnification

officers, agents, or employees in connection with iliis Agreement. 

The Town of Brookhaven shall indemnify and hold harmless the College, its consultant 
(if any), employees, agents and other persons from and against all claims, costs and 
expenses (including attorney's fees), losses and liabilities of whatsoever nature arising 
out ofilie acts or omissions or negligence of the Town of Brookhaven, its officers, 
agents, or employees in connection with this Agreement. 

Each party agrees that it shall give the other party prompt written notice of any claim 
threatened or made, or suit instituted against it which could result in a claim for 
indemnification as above; provided, however, iliat failure to give such notice shall not be 
a waiver of a party's right to indemnification from ilie other.
